From now through August 20, the Foundation is
accepting project ideas. Grant consideration begins with an initial Online Funding Inquiry (OFI) and, if invited, a detailed
Full Proposal.

The Foundation decided to devote a significant portion of their funding from 2019 to 2023 to 12 strategic priorities that
fall under the Foundation’s “Science & the Big Questions” department. By focusing on these select areas, they hope to
accelerate progress in topics that hold promise for advancing the frontiers of knowledge and understanding.

As its largest grantmaking area, “Science & the Big Questions” covers research and public engagement in the natural
sciences, human sciences, and philosophy and theology. The targeted priorities include the following:

e Cultural Evolution e Programs in Latin America

e Dynamics of Religious Change e Public Engagement

e Health, Religion, & Spirituality e Religious Cognition

e Intellectual Humility e Science-Engaged Theology
e Mathematics & Physical Sciences e Science of Character Virtue
e Programsin Islam e Science of Purpose

Award Details:
There are two levels of requested support allowed during the annual cycle:

1. Small Grants: Requested Amount is Less Than or Equal to $234,800
2. Large Grants: Requested Amount is Greater Than or Equal to $234,801

The Foundation allows up to fifteen percent (15%) for indirects/overhead.
